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of her attracting good people but also because she is so cred-
ible,” Ferrier emphasized. The other main attraction was no
fundraising. “We have no galas, no big events and meetings
are not obligatory,” said Frank. “The only fundraiser we
have is for membership; we call it a friendraiser.”

“Do a little, do a lot,” is a core philosophy for the
organization and all decisions are member driven,” said
Donna Walker, the president elect. Members are recruited
through coffee mornings at neighbors’ homes and through
annual social meetings. Membership is open to any woman
residing in the 92067 or 92091 zip code.

To become a member, one must pledge $2,250 annual-
ly for a five-year period. $2,000 goes directly to fund grant
awards. The remaining funds cover the inherent costs in run-
ning the organization and all monies are tax deductible, said
Connie Pittard, new membership committee chair.

Regular member polls are taken and recent feedback
showed that women wanted more hands-on activities.

“We decided to do four volunteer projects a year,
focused on fun, so that members could get to know each
other and also do something important for the community,”
said Paige Vanosky, volunteer committee chair. She organ-
ized the first project which benefited Angels Depot. “We
packed emergency food boxes at their warehouse facility in
Vista,” she said. The next hands-on project is a sew and
bake-a-thon which will be held at the Village Church in
Rancho Santa Fe, on Nov. 12 from 1 p.m. to 3 p.m.

With forward vision, Walker will lead the group
through a planning process for the future.

“One of the things that we are looking at is what we
want to preserve and maintain, and what our aspirations
are,” Walker said. “We will go to our members and get their
input into how individuals may make an impact in addition
to our well-established collective giving. We will ask the
question, ‘Do we have the infrastructure in place to prepare
us for the growth that we anticipate for the next five years?’
We have grown larger and faster than anyone anticipated,
from when Gayle first had this dream, and now we want to
take that dream and make it even larger. We want to expose
more women to the endless possibilities.”

While Wells Hamerslag
may take a free-spirited,
bright approach to her craft,
her success has its roots in a
long history of family artists.

Throughout her home
are paintings done by her
uncle, Rudolph Zallinger, a
renowned illustrator and
muralist, and her father,
Thomas Wells, a successful
mosaic artists with whom
Wells Hamerslag apprenticed
at age 12 while he was mak-
ing “Madonna and Child,”
located in the Seattle Greek
Orthodox Church.

About the individual
path she chiseled for herself
in the art world as opposed to
the photo-realism works of
her uncle and father, Wells
Hamerslag joked, “I don’t
know what happened to me.”

What’s happened to her
is that the art world has taken
notice of her quirky, colorful,
evocative  pieces.  The
acclaim has allowed her to
pursue her dream while con-
tinuing to foster the childlike
innocence that’s proven so
effective in her art.

“I wake up every day
and get to build a giant ice
cream cone,” she said.
